What matters to you

We have listened to you and the concerns you raised and prioritized the following:

Priority 1: Antisocial Behavior
The community has raised the issue of Anti-Social Behavior on the Melton Town Beat as a top priority. 
What we have done: 
We are continuing to work with our partner agencies to stop the ASB throughout the town. For example, conducting patch walks with the local council, having frequent meetings with members of our SMART group to gather information and to find out where our ASB hot spots are located.

Priority 2: Drug Dealing
What we have done: Throughout the month, we have been carrying out intelligence-led work to identify, disrupt and act against those involved in drug-related activity. For example, after a report of a male drug driving, we managed to use intelligence to eventually track the vehicle down and get it seized- meaning one less danger on the roads.

Priority 3: Retail Theft
What we have done: Proactive patrols are being completed in the town centre to deter people from shoplifting. A visible police presence makes a significant difference by reassuring members of the public, increasing opportunities to identify and engage with potential offenders, and acting as a deterrent to criminal behaviour. Officers are also conducting high-visibility patrols, engaging with local businesses, and gathering intelligence to help reduce theft-related offences and maintain a safe environment for residents, visitors, and retailers.





FATAL 4 OPWhat We have been up to..
