Regular patrols are ongo-
ing and our intelligence picture is under constant reviews.

You said: Anti Social Behaviour—Littering, dog fouling, park-
ing issues, criminal damage, mis-use of pavements and more

We did: Our team have been busy investigating cases of Anti Social Behaviour (ASB) ranging from youths
causing damage to rental vans, parking issues on Tudor Road and Tudor Close and issues regarding unto-
ward behaviour from neighbours.

You said: Thefts from/of Vehicles, Burglaries and Robberies.

We did Your Fosse Ward Officers have been working hard to ensure all line of enquiries are conducted
around reports of Thefts, Burglaries and Robberies. We assist our detective teams by conducting CCTV
checks using our expert local knowledge, visiting victims and witnesses to ensure we gain any further infor-
mation possible to aid the investigations and also by conducting safeguarding on those who need it.
