Hate crime is any criminal offence which is perceived to be motivated by hostility or prejudice based on an 

individual’s; race, religion, disability, sexual orientation or transgender identity. 

Hate incident is any incident which the victim or anyone else thinks is based on someone’s prejudice towards 

them because of their; race, religion, disability, sexual orientation or transgender identity.
